          Learning Objective (LO)
What the students will be able to do by the end of the lesson.

Engagement
Pair/Share – Attention signal – Whiteboards – Non‐volunteers – 
Graphic Organizer – Tracking – Manipulatives – Reading with a pencil


Activate Prior Knowledge (APK)
Review of a skill or experience that is necessary to achieve the learning objective.

             Concept Development (CD)
The big idea or generalization within the learning objective.

Skill Development/Guided Practice
The how to or steps of the concept, with practice and a slow release to students learning how to do the skill on their own.

Closure
Independent demonstration that students understand both the skill and the concept taught and met the LO.
